Rtn. Bapu Kondekar humorously recounted
his journey from Kolhapur's Shivaji
University to China during the Shivaji Raje
Swarajya Sankalp Din on April 15th. Rtn.
Madan Bhandari then described the

journey from China to London. Covering

19,000 km in 68 days and passing through
21 countries, their group of eight friends
faced numerous challenges, including

temperatures ranging from 40 degrees to

minus nine and experiencing
breathlessness at 14,000 feet.

In China, they struggled with red tape and

paperwork, finding the country
unwelcoming to Indians. However, in Tibet,
despite Chinese influence, the Muslim
community warmly welcomed them.
Driving 200 km through snow at 40 km/h
was a highlight. In Nepal, they met a

Swamiji from Karnataka and were awed by
the natural beauty and ancient temples like
Pashupatinath and Gupteshwar Mahadev,

well-preserved temple despite a recent

earthquake.

China’s roads impressed them as they traveled through various countries including
Tirkistan, Uzbekistan, Kazakhstan, Turkey, Georgia, Germany, Austria, and finally London.
Each embassy they contacted greeted them warmly. Rtn. Madan's informative narration
included details about the Black Sea, Bulgaria’s hot springs, and their visit to Turkey’s
underground city, Kappadusiya. In Germany, they drove on the Autobahn with no speed
limit, and in London, they attended a rally for saving nature and water. Their journey was
not just about travel but raising awareness for these causes. The introduction of these
adventurers was done by Rtn. Ajinkya Kadam, with a vote of thanks by Rtn. Abhay
